Year 1/2
Autumn Term

Areas of learning:

As Scientists we will be exploring our senses. We will
spend one lesson exploring each sense, comparing how
they are different for different people. We will talk about
how senses help us in day today life as well as how people
cope when one of their senses impaired.

As Design Technologists we will be creating a flying
machine! Our learning focus will be mechanisms and we
will plan, design and construct a flying machine. When
finished, we will take our machines out for a test flight.

As Artists we will be following along our theme of flight
and creating bird collages. We will be using different
pictures of birds and experimenting with feathery textiles
to create pieces of artwork worthy of a spot in a gallery!

As Historians we will be learning about early methods of
transport including cars, trains and aeroplanes. We will
carry out a more detailed study of the first aeroplane
flight and learn about the lives of the Wright brothers
before comparing their machine with modern aeroplanes.

As Geographers we will be learning about compass
directions. We will look at different maps, including ones
showing where the first flight by the Wright brothers took
place, and practice using compass directions to navigate
our way across different areas.

As writers we will be looking at a range
of genres such as narrative, diaries,
explanatory texts and recounts.

In grammar we will be learning about
different words types including nouns,
adjectives and verbs. We will look at how
these three words types comes together
to make interesting sentences.

Keg areas of learning:

As Scientists we will be sensing seasons. We will be
learning the order of the four seasons and the weather
associated with each. We will also complete a study of
animals living locally and consider the needs of these
animals.

As Food Technologists we will be learning about foods
from different countries and designing a menu that
incorporates meals from 3 different places. We will then
make and taste the foods. Be sure to catch a nibble before
the children eat it all!

As Artists we will be creating pictures using animal
prints. As part of our topic we will be thinking about the
different animals around the world, this will provide
inspiration for our art works.
